Ballard Sunday and Thanksgiving Dinners On the third
Sunday of each month, volunteers prepare dinner and serve
about 50 hungry neighbors at Ballard First Lutheran Church.
Every year we host a large Thanksgiving feast for the wider
community in need.

Food Bank and Clothing Collections Nonperishable food and
gently-used clothing collections at Our Redeemer’s help our
neighbors who are hungry and unhoused.

EarthCare \We seek to live greener through community
involvement, educating our church, advocating and/or working
in Our Redeemer’s Peace Garden.
